Minutes to Nation’s Capital Chapter Board Meeting

The Board met for its third planning session of the new fiscal year.  The meeting was called to order at 6:20 PM.

Minutes of the 6/28/06 meeting

Pat. moved to accept the June 28 minutes as amended.  Victoria seconded and the motion was carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Victoria reported that the bank balance as of 6/30 was $4,383.03.  There are 2 payments pending totaling roughly $1,200, one to the Holiday Inn for May’s dinner and one to Shane for member awards.  Victoria pointed out that the Chapter made money on seminars that offset losing money on the dinner meetings.

In order for the Chapter to receive bank statements electronically, Pat will set up a separate email address treasurer@imanationscapital.org.  Amy will inform the bank that statements can be forwarded to this address.

Mark H. will coordinate the transfer of funds from the Potomac Chapter to the Nation’s Capital Chapter.

Communications

Pat reported that updates were made to the website, the June and July KD were published and that the front page of the KD mentions the newsletter award received at the national conference.

Audit

Dejene Negash has left IMA and has informed the Chapter he will no longer perform the audit.  Mark B. asked the Board for guidance on this topic.  The auditor can be selected and appointed by the President but cannot be a Board member.

Victoria stated that the Chapter’s books are ready for audit now.  The Chapter’s audited financial statements need to be filed with National in November.

Dinner Meetings

Remaining open dates for speakers are January, February, April and May.  The objective is to have someone from National, preferably incoming Chair John Pollara, speak at the May meeting.  Frank Homburger is tasked with securing the speaker for May.  Other speakers to be confirmed include someone from the NASD and the SEC along with someone from Cox Communications (to be confirmed by Victoria).

In response to Mark B’s question concerning who contacts the Holiday Inn about dates and meals, Golf accepted the task of conveying the dates and menu choices to the hotel so that they can prepare a contract for the upcoming year.  Golf also informed the Board that while he would continue to man the registration desk at dinner meetings, he could no longer attend the Board meetings that follow the dinner and speaker.

Mark B. has not received a response from ASWA about holding joint meetings.  Amy agreed to contact her contact at ASWA to see if there was any interest in holding a joint meeting.

Mark H. expressed concern that pricing for this season’s dinner meetings may discourage attendance.  

Bill suggested sending CPE certificates via email instead of printing hard copies. 

In the past, both the PAC and the NCC traditionally gave out Borders or Barnes & Noble gift cards to its speakers.  Amy suggested branded merchandise from IMA was a more suitable and cost-effective gift.  This topic will be discussed again during budget formulation. 

Breakfast Meetings

Bill is the contact for the Government Contracting Breakfast meetings.  Bill asked if a separate email address could be set up for this.  Pat will create one along with allowing the ability to accept payments through PayPal.  Bill agreed to forward the dates (every other month starting in September) and all other relevant information to Pat for publication in the KD and Roster.

Excel Seminar

Chris C. informed the Board that the P&C Council has set the date for Leadership Training to occur on the same date as the Chapter’s selected date for an Excel seminar.  Chris will propose alternate dates and forward general information to Pat for publication in the KD and Roster.

Social Gatherings

Stephen Wills will determine dates and venues for social gatherings.  Chris C. will send Stephen suggestions for venues in the Ballston-Clarendon corridor.

Roster

August 10 is the deadline in order to prepare and print a Roster for September.  Pat again asked for input needed to put the Roster together, i.e., full schedule of events and activities, speaker bios and pictures, etc.  The merits of printing a hard-copy Roster versus an electronic version were discussed.  Cost is the main objection to a hard-copy version.  A soft estimate to produce and mail a Roster to all 684 members is approximately $2,200.  Securing advertising for the Roster and the KD was discussed and Pat will send out advertising rates to the Board.  Chris will contact some of our past speakers (Dr. Schreffler, Bill Fralin, David Talley) and Kelly Hoffman at Stephen James to inquire if they would like to advertise.

Other

Bill will contact the Potomac Chapter board members and invite them to the Nation’s Capital Board.

Researchers from Kansas State reached out to several Board members requesting assistance in contacting CFOs involved in outsourcing decisions as part of an IMA research initiative.

The Board thanked for Victoria for setting up the conference call.

The next Board meeting and planning session will be Wednesday August 23 at 6:15 PM.

Bill moved to adjourn. Pat seconded and the motion was carried.  

The meeting was adjourned at 8 PM.
