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Marina Solomon, a non but potential member, is interested in having her company (an executive search firm) underwrite an activity for the purpose of advertising the company. 

The board indicated that she could advertise in the newsletter or website, underwrite the technical dinner meetings, government contracting breakfasts, government contracting seminar or tax seminar.  Marina indicated that she is most interested in the tax seminar or government contracting seminar.  The board indicated that they would get back to her with costs.

Finance: Donna Del Bagno said that we have $17,368.57 ending balance at the end of August $350 less than end of July due to a $1000 down payment to Double Tree for government contracting seminar and $650 increase for membership.

Donna mentioned that no 990 or 990T was filed for the past several years.  The board indicated that it was not necessary to file them.

Donna brought a form from the bank for check signers.  The new check signers are Amy Blechinger, Mark Borchardt, Donna Del Bagno and Pat Martin.  The form needed to be signed by the Secretary, however, there is no secretary so the board passed a unanimous motion allowing the Amy Blechinger, Vice President, to sign the document as the secretary.
Membership drive: IMA HQ has decreed that all new members of old members whose membership has lapsed more than a year can have a 30% discount on membership if they join or renew between Sept 15 and Dec 15.  The board discussed the potential strategies including notifying Josh Coder and getting a database from Chris Chaconas.

Roster and directory: Amy Blechinger brought a roster and directory that she created for use by the chapter. She will need a president message.  It was mentioned that 148 members have no email address.

Sunday cruise has been postponed indefinitely.

Student attendance at technical dinner meetings: board passed a motion that student IMA members can attend for free and non-IMA students members will be charged $10.
